Assignment: Self-assessment

For this assignment, write an assessment of your abilities and how they can be applicable to an organization working in the Black community. It should be in narrative form. Think about and assess the following areas, as a start:

· Familiarity with the Black community and issues that affect it. 

· Include both formal training (i.e. classes and workshops) and informal experience (e.g. organizing experience, self-study, etc.)

· Experience working with community organizations or nonprofits

· Specific areas of knowledge in social policy

· For example; housing, education, violence prevention, etc.

· Specific technical skills that would be useful

· (e.g. familiarity with website development, leading skills workshops)

You can include other areas, but the point should be to describe what specific skills you have and how these can be useful to a community organization that you would work for. Think of it in terms of an extensive cover letter for a position you might apply for.
